Detailed Itinerary (08h45-15h00) 

 

08.45am meeting at the lobby of your hotel, and walk to the Airotel Parthenon where you will enjoy a 40-mins 

presentation that scope to become acquainted with the great classical era of Athens. The lecture will cover 

some of the greatest characters on the stage of world history, such as Socrates, Pericles, Themistocles, 

Aristides and Kimon. Our aim is to further comprehend why Athens has been named the ñcradle of democracy 

and civilizationò and how this remarkable period in human history saw so many advances in architecture, 

politics and philosophy.  

  

09h30 we head towards the southeast side of Acropolis. We walk past the very ancient Theater of Dionysus 

and the Herod of Atticus Odeon. As we approach the foot of Filopappos Hill, we will talk about Socrates, as 

this is the spot it is believed he was imprisoned. At the Hill of Pnyka is where glorious politicians, like Pericles 

& Themistocles, gave great speeches to the thousands of the Athenians who were called to take decisions 

about the future of their city. Our next stop is the steep rock of Areos Pagus, the ancient Supreme Court. We 

will then walk downhill to the Ancient Agora; the center of public and political life in ancient Athens, where we 

will see the remnants of the Parliament of 500, the Prytaneum and the House of Simon the Shoemaker. The 

Temple of Hephaestus will appear before us; the construction of which began before the Parthenonȭs . Our 

walking tour will end by visiting the museum in Attalos Arcade, where several unique exhibits from ancient 

everyday life are displayed. Walking past Monastiraki, we will reach Plaka, the oldest district of Athens, where 

you will enjoy your lunch in a 60 years old family tavern, which serves only traditional home-made food. 

Return on foot to your hotel. End of program 



Aegina is one of the Saronic Gulf islands and lies 17 miles (27 km) south of Athens. According to 

tradition, Aegina was the mother of Aeacus, a native and ruler of the island. During ancient times, 

Aegina was a rival to Athens, the great sea power of the time. The Temple of Aphaia stands on a peak 

of ~160 m on the eastern side of the island. Late Bronze Age female figurines that were discovered at 

the site, possibly indicate that continuous cult activity took place from the 14th century BC onwards. 

This strongly suggests a connection with the ancient Minoan civilization.

Detailed Itinerary (08h00-19h00) 
 

08.00am pick-up transfer to the Kalamaki marina. Board our sailing boat and cruise the Saronic 

Gulf. During our journey (2 hrs approx), your captain will give a short presentation of the basic 

techniques of boat governance. 

 

Arrival in Aegina island and disembarkation at Agia Marina; walk to the archaeological site, 

where a guided tour of the temple of Aphaia will take place. 

 

Aphaia had been worshiped exclusively in Aegina since ancient times and this temple is one of 

the most important of antiquity. Although the first temple dates back to the 8th century BC, its 

final (and present) form dates back to 500 BC. It is believed to have been the prototype for the 

construction of the Parthenon in Athens and the temple of Poseidon in Sounion. These three 

temples lie at equal distances from each other, forming a mysterious perfect triangle (the holy 

triangle of antiquity) that is discernible on a clear day. 

 

Return to the boat and sailing southwards to arrive at the bay of ñKiposò. Time at leisure for 

swimming in the crystal clear waters, or diving for exploring the interesting underwater life.  

 

A light lunch will be served on board. 

 

Departure from the island at 16:00. Arrival transfer from Kalamaki marina to Athens.

Detailed Itinerary (09h00-14h30) 

 

09.00am our walking discovery to the most fascinating side of the city starts. Descending Panepistimiou 

Avenue you visit the Numismatic Museum that use to be called "House of Troy" which was built by the 

famous architecture Ernest Chiller in the late of the 19th century. A bit later you see the facades of three 

fantastic neoclassical buildings of the Athenian Rennaisance, the Academy, the University and the Library of 

Athens. In the covered Food Market area, you mustnôt be surprised of the colors, the odors, the aromas and 

the human touch of local people who go there for the everyday food shopping. On your exit we take you 

somewhere to try home made nuts and local cheese, also a glass of local wine from the northern of Greece. 

You then enter Ermou street up to Kapnikarea church, and then Pandrosou pedestrian zone which drives to 

the famous Monastiraki square and the nearby flea market. After some exercise of your bargaining abilities, 

you walk near by Roman Agora to arrive in Plaka, the oldest district of Athens. Visit Anafiotika, a scenic tiny 

place in the footsteps of the Acropolis hill, which the houses are similar with those of Anafi island, in 

Cyclades.  Lunch in Plaka, in a 60 years old family tavern, where you will experience a pure  traditional home-

made food. Return on foot to your hotel. End of program
